Criteria for assessment of academic achievement

A first-year student can be awarded 1 to 60 points during practical
classes.

Every topic learned is awarded 0 to 10 or 6 points, including 0- 2 points
for completing vocabulary and grammar exercises, 0-2 point for reading texts, 0-2
point for answering questions, 0-2 point for producing monologues on the set
topics, doing hometasks 0-2 hjints.

The final test is aworded up to 40 points.
